Four-year institutions may be public or private colleges
or universities. Most public institutions are state
universities, which are sponsored by state governments
and typically receive funding through some
combination of taxpayer funds, tuition, private
donations, federal grants, and proceeds from
endowments. State universities are organized in a wide
variety of ways, and many are part of a state university
system. However, not all public institutions are state
universities. The five service academies, one for each
branch of the armed forces, are completely funded by
the federal government; the academies train students
(cadets or midshipmen) to be commissioned officers in
exchange for a mandatory term of military service.
Additionally, some local governments have four-year
institutions of their own - one example is the City
University of New York.

People could break them up, add water to soften the
grains and eat the porridge-like mixture.

The grains could be stored for future. It was very
important, because hunting was not always a success
and picking up of wild fruit depended on the season.
