Robots in manufacturing

Today most robots are used in manufacturing operations. The applications of robots
can be divided into three categories:

1. material handling

2. processing operations

3. assembly and inspection.

Material-handling is the transfer of material and loading and unloading of machines.
Material-transfer applications require the robot to move materials or work parts from
one to another. Many of these tasks are relatively simple: robots pick up parts from
one conveyor and place them on another. Other transfer operations are more
complex, such as placing parts in an arrangement that can be calculated by the robot.
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Machine loading and unloading operations utilize a robot to load and unload parts.
This requires the robot to be equipped with a grip-per that can grasp parts. Usually
the gripper must be designed specifically for the particular part geometry.

In robotic processing operations, the robot manipulates a tool to perform a process on
the work part. Examples of such applications include spot welding, continuous arc
welding and spray painting. Spot welding of automobile bodies is one of the most
common applications of industrial robots. The robot positions a spot welder against
the automobile panels and frames to join them. Arc welding is a continuous process
in which robot moves the welding rod along the welding seam. Spray painting is the
manipulation of a spray-painting gun over the surface of the object to be coated.
Other operations in this category include grinding and polishing in which a rotating
spindle serves as the robot's tool.

The third application area of industrial robots is assembly and inspection. The use of
robots in assembly is expected to increase because of the high cost of manual labour.
But the design of the product is an important aspect of robotic assembly. Assembly
methods that are satisfactory for humans are not always suitable for robots. Screws
and nuts are widely used for fastening in manual assembly, but the same operations
are extremely difficult for an one-armed robot.

Inspection is another area of factory operations in which the utilization of robots is
growing. In a typical inspection job, the robot positions a sensor with respect to the
work part and determines whether the part answers the quality specifications. In
nearly all industrial robotic applications, the robot provides a substitute for human
labour. There are certain characteristics of industrial jobs performed by humans that
can be done by robots

There are many different kinds of robots available, each
created for different tasks and work on different platforms. Robots can be built for
entertainment, knowledge, competitions, domestic help, industrial uses, etc. Each of
these robots can be classified as autonomous, controlled or semi-autonomous based
on the way they are controlled.
The classification of robots can be done on various criteria such as their power
source, size of the robot, type of drive system used etc.
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Classification of robots based on their application
Industrial robots
. These are usually fixed manipulators for performing different repetitive tasks
in the various working environment.
. These can be used for performing different tasks such as welding, painting,
machining, drilling etc.
Industrial Robots: These were one of the first robots to be used commercially. In a
factory assembly line, these are usually in the form of articulated arms specifically
developed for such applications as welding, material handling, painting and others.
They can be further subdivided as manufacturing robots and logistics robots.
Manufacturing robots are designed to move materials, as well as perform a variety of
programmed tasks in manufacturing and production settings. They are often used to
perform duties that are dangerous or unsuitable for human workers. Logistics robots
are mobile automated guided vehicles primarily used in warehouses and storage
facilities to transport goods.

Non-industrial Robots
There are different kinds of robots that are used for different special purposes in
different sectors such as medical science, space, defence, security, entertainment,
domestic works etc.
