On
any built or developed area, certain geological processes exist or become active.
Many of these are unfavorable or dangerous and may be a threat to cultural objects,
as well as ecosystems. Every geological engineer understands that if building
development occurs without engineering protection, it can lead to accidents with
disastrous consequences, up to the destruction of erected engineering objects and
buildings, as well as the loss of life and degradation or destruction of ecosystems. On
already developed areas engineering protection prevents the activation of dangerous
engineering and geological processes, or the emergence of new adverse processes
that were absent during construction.
