There are two views of landscape architecture: one view sees the urban
environment, the other sees the natural environment. The urban view is basically this:
urban planners look at cities, architects look at buildings, civil engineers look at
infrastructure, and landscape designers look at the “green — in — between”. This is the
view of many landscape architects in America today — they focus on the “green - in —
between”. They enjoy designing parks, plazas. They are often narrow focused, living at
the effect of the other urban designers, planners, and engineers. Basically, they get the
leftovers.

Landscape architects interested in the natural environment enjoy doing projects on a
broader scale, such as regional land use plans and resource management plans. They
like to look at the impacts of urbanization on the environment and how the environment
can be managed to protect our natural and/or aesthetic resources.

The firm EDAW, which is one of the largest landscape architecture firms in the U.S.,
with about 1,200 people worldwide, provides a good example of the distribution of
these two views. About 70% of EDAW’s people look at the urban environment dealing
with the green — in — between, while 30% look at the natural environment. EDAW has a
lot of competition in both of these areas. They have competition from other landscape
architects for the green — in — between, and they have competition from a whole variety
of planning and design professionals for the larger, broad-area studies.

One of the problems facing EDAW, as with many other landscape architects in
America, is the fact that the primary contractor on many of these projects is not the
landscape architect, but rather a large engineering firm (that sees the landscape architect
as a minor, after the fact, consultant). In this case, the landscape architect thus ends up
playing a limited role with very little impact on the overall design. This is partly due to
a lack of vision within the profession and partly due to a dominant personality trait that
resides in many landscape architects ...they like to be close to the soil.

Landscape includes everything on the land and in the water; everything on, below
and above the surface of the earth that supports life; and including the physical,
biological, social, and economic aspects of our environment (natural and urban). Any
entity can be designed, that is, can be created with intent and purpose. The total thought
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process encompassing the creation of that entity, the process that gives it its form, be it
physical, temporal, conceptual, or relational is design.

Watching the leaves of a tree may be is not a modern method of predicting the
weather, but every American farmer knows that it is going to rain when maple leaves
curl and turn bottom up in a cold wind. A woodman says he can tell by the thickness of
lichens on the pine trees just how cold the winter is going to be. The maple sugar farmer
can tell what month of a year it is just by looking at the trees; the turpentine gatherer
tells time by the pines.

People who live with trees learn really to know their habits. Cowan, a botanist,
observed in India that the leaves of the rain-tree have the wonderful power of changing
their position in accordance with atmospheric conditions. He writes: “In full sunshine
they are horizontally spread, allowing no single beam of light to go through the dense
crown; at night, in cold weather or during rain the pairs of leaves fold together. The
tamarind folds its leaves at night and in rainy weather with the result that in Burma the
people of a village think that the tamarind is the home of rain.

In west tropical Africa trees prove to be unusual time-keepers, and they are
known as dependable alarm-clocks. For example, griffonia has 2- inch pods which open
with a loud noise. This noise is the signal to the farmers that the time has come to plant
their crops. Another tropical tree flowers in February and again in August. The
flowering of this tree indicates that the time of the second planting of corn, just before
the second rains, has come. The native pear tree in the eastern part of Nigeria is a clock,
for the planting of field crops begins when the tree shows buds. The fruit of one more
tropical tree in Sierra Leone ripens by the time when the raining season is over.

What is a flower? Why are the insects needed for the flower? What plants do not
stand the cold, when they are planted in spring? What conditions are needed for the bulb
planting? How long will seeds germinate? What does - the most critical time in the
plant’s life - mean?

A flower is a part of a plant that forms pollen or seeds or both. The bright colors,
sweet smell, and nectar are necessary to attract insects. The insects are needed to help
the flower make seeds that will grow into a new plant.

Many bulbs can be planted in beds of perennials for added color. Since gladiolus
and dahlias do not stand the cold, they are planted in spring when the soil is warm. The
hardy bulbs, such as tulips and daffodils, are planted in the fall and remain in the soil
where they produce their roots through the late fall and winter, and bloom in early
spring.

Bulbs are planted at a depth of about three times their height. That is, tulips,
daffodils, and other bulbs of the same size are planted four to six inches deep. Such
small bulbs as crocuses, for example, need to be planted only two inches deep. Follow
the growers’ instructions in all cases.

In the garden most seeds are planted in rows in seed beds. They are sown twice
their own diameter deep and then covered with fine soil to keep the surface loose and
moist. This helps sprouting and growth of seedlings. Seeds such as sweet alyssum will
germinate in three or four days if the sun has warmed the soil. Other seeds may take a
week or more. As soon as any kind of seed has begun to sprout the new seedling must
be cared for. This is the most critical time in the plant’s life. If watering is neglected, the
tiny plantlets may dry out and die because their roots are not long enough to reach into
the moist layers beneath.

Many seedlings are not easy to transplant; therefore seeds such as poppies,
gourds, beans, sweet peas, and mignonette should be sown in the spot where they are to
grow.

The most popular hobby of the British is gardening. Most English people love
gardens, their own above all, and this is probably one reason why so many people prefer
to live in houses rather than flats. In the suburbs you can see row after row of ordinary
small houses and each house is surrounded by lots of flowers. Many people who have
no gardens of their own have patches of land. They spend much leisure time working
among their flowers, trees and vegetables. To many gardeners the process of growing
the plants and taking care of them seems more important than the pleasure of looking at
the flowers or the prospect of eating vegetables. In many places a competitive
gardener’s desire is to grow the biggest cabbages or leeks or carrots. So this is the most
favourite hobby of the British people Primitive human had no gardens. He wandered
around from place to place, and ate wild fruits and roots. Perhaps the first garden was a
great patch of melons found growing on a spot where someone had eaten the fruits and
scattered the seeds the year before. Because of this new growth of melons, this person
may have stayed longer than usual on that spot. He may have put up a crude brush fence
around the patch to protect it from the trampling of wild animals, thus making the
world’s first garden.

Gardening is one of the oldest of the arts. No details exist of the earliest recorded
garden, the Garden of Eden. There are, however, gardening scenes pictured on the
tombs of the ancient kings of Egypt. For thousands of years before Christ, people in the
valley of the Nile raised grain, fruit and vegetables. In Asia, there were gardens in
ancient times. The Hanging Gardens of Babylon are famous as one of the ancient Seven
Wonders of the World. They were built by Nebuchadnezzar when he married Princess
Amytis who longed for her native hills and trees. These gardens were a series of four
terraces, each one smaller than that below it. Each terrace had a beautiful planting of
flowers, vines and fruit trees. The earliest known garden plan is from an estate that may
have belonged to an Egyptian official living in Thebes. A canal extends outside the
gateway at right, which leads to a vineyard. Waterfowl swim in four ornamental ponds,
and palm trees are planted in symmetrical patterns throughout the garden.
